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As part of the ongoing works to construct the Crossrail Bond 
Street station, Costain Skanska Joint Venture (CSJV) will be 
undertaking major construction works in Davies Street and 
Hanover Square. In order for CSJV to undertake these significant 
works we will need to provide accommodation for the additional 
construction staff.  
 
The accommodation will be located in the centre of St George 
Street close to the junction of Hanover Square. A total of 33 cabins 
will be required to make a three storey unit, approximately 9 
metres high, 40 metres long and 7 metres wide. The cabins will be 
required for approximately five years.  
 
From 3 October, the parking bays will be suspended and a site 
boundary set up to remove the street furniture in preparation for 
the construction of the cabins. To minimise the loss of the parking 
bays on St George Street Westminster City Council is managing 
the provision of alternative parking bays in the vicinity of Hanover 
Square.  
 
The construction of the cabins will require a temporary closure of 
St George Street between Hanover Square and Grosvenor Street 
in both directions from 20 October for 2½ weeks. Traffic diversions 
will be in place to maintain traffic flows to and from the square.  
 
Vehicles heading north towards Hanover Square will be diverted 
along Grosvenor Street, Davies Street and Brook Street. Signage 
will be provided at the junction of Regent Street and Hanover 
Street to advise drivers that St George Street is closed to vehicles. 
The footpath along St George Street will remain open at all times.  
 
A building wrap will be attached to the cabins to mitigate their 
visual impact and maintain the image of the area. The design of 
the wrap will be agreed with Westminster City Council. 
 
We will do everything possible to minimise disruption to the local 
community. Where possible we will assist with special access / 
delivery needs and we encourage you to call us in advance of 
these works so that we can discuss any necessary arrangements.
